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Focus on Member Care 
Ideas from the Planning Session 
 Sunday, May 23rd, The Rev. Dr. Stuart Brassie, from the Missouri District Office of the LCMS, lead us in identifying areas of 

ministry for our congregation and then pinpointing several areas we might want to focus on for the rest of this year.   

 Dr. Brassie presented a church model where the work of the church is contained in three basic spheres:  The first sphere is 

where the Mission and Outreach of the congregation is found; the second sphere is where the Discipleship and Care of the Mem-

bers is located; the third is the business side of the congregation through its organization, staffing, buildings and funding.  While 

these spheres, or ministries, certainly overlap at places, looking at it this way helps identify the direction and purpose of what we 

are doing as a congregation. 

 After a period of open discussion as to what we could be doing as a congregation and identifying as to what sphere these ideas 

best fit, we were asked to narrow these ideas down to three or four focuses for this year. 

 It was felt that, because we continue to grow in numbers, it would be helpful to utilize a smaller group concept.  Small groups 

could be developed around Bible study, prayer, fellowship, service or a combination of all these.  While we certainly have several 

small groups active now, it would be advantageous for us to expand this concept in a coordinated way. 

 Two ideas for the care of members were picked as important for us to focus on.  One was a program we already have in place, 

the Parish Nurse.  The program is a natural for member care and it is already doing important things, but it can be expanded to in-

clude personal visits to those in the hospital, home bound, and extended care facilities by medically trained individuals.  We would 

be caring for those visited, not only spiritually, but also physically.     

 The other idea is to develop a group of individuals who would make regular visits to anyone in crisis, ill, hospitalized, or not 

able to get around.  This idea would require some training and personal commitment by those who would be participating. 

 Another idea picked, as something we want to focus on, is the music ministry of the congregation.  We have so many musi-

cally talented people in the congregation, it is felt it is important we find as many ways as possible for that talent to be expressed.   

 The Board of Elders, who started this process, has already studied these ideas and started looking at ways to implement them.  

You will be hearing more about this as the months go by.
